
 

 

New! Patron Record & Renewals Available Online 

 
San Bernardino Public Library cardholders can now check the status of materials 

currently checked out to them and renew books online. 

 

You may log in at two places in the catalog. 

 

From the catalog home page, you may click on the “Patron Record” button. 

 

 
 

Or after doing a search, you can click on the “Logon” button. 

 

 
 

 

You will then see the next screen listed below where you may enter your library 

card number in the Patron / Alternate ID Number. The default PIN is the last 4 digits 

of your library card. Patrons are encouraged to change their PIN to 4 characters 

from home or office not from library PAC stations. If you’ve already changed your 

PIN but forgotten it, please inquire at your library at your next visit or call your local 

branch. You will be asked for your name, library card number and address for 

verification. After entering the library card number and PIN, click “Submit Request.” 
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If the barcode on your library card appears to have 3 spaces in it 

like 2 00 4XX XXXX, please be sure to enter those 3 spaces. 
  

After logging in, you will see the “Patron Information” screen. 

 

 

 

 
 

 

 

Patrons are encouraged to change their own PIN to 4 characters from home 

or office not from library PAC stations.  
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Patrons may renew books by checking the boxes in front of the titles and then 

clicking “Renew Checked Items.” Audio-visual items including DVDs/videos and 

books on tape on CD and cassette can only be renewed in-library. Books that are overdue 

won’t renew online.
